We have the power to create communities where everyone can thrive. What Works for Health’s
equity analysis identifies evidence-informed solutions to advance equity in three ways:

by summarizing impacts on disparities, acknowledging historical drivers of inequity and asking
guestions to center equity during implementation.

The framework includes:
